Keep the cunrent state

Section 17 of the Act sets

out the functions for each of

the CDEM Groups and applies
concurrently to each member
local authority.

However, section 64(1) also
outlines a separate duty for
local authorities to “plan and
provide for civil defence
emergency management within
its district”™.

Accordingly, there is no clear
hierarchy between the
individual duties of local
authorities and the collective
functions of the CDEM Groups.

Distinct local functions

CDEM Groups retain the section
17 functions and will also have
an explicit function to
coordinate across the region.

Local authorities are removed
from section 17 and have local
emergency management
functions distinct from the
CDEM Group.

These functions are defined by
whether they are:

+ Territorial authorities

* Regional councils

+ Unitary authorities

Local planning would be
required to be aligned with
regional planning.

Strengthened regional
approach

CDEM Groups retain the section
17 functions and will also have
an explicit function to
coordinate across the region.

Local authorities are removed
from section 17 and instead
must ‘give effect’ to the
decisions of the CDEM Group.

Regional approach with local
support

CDEM Groups retain the section
17 functions and will also have
an explicit function to
coordinate across the region.

Local authorities are removed
from section 17 but are
expected to have capability and
capacity to support CDEM
Group, and integrate their
business-as-usual work for
ememgency management.

This proposal may result in a
function for local authorities in
the Bill, supported by more
detailed requirements outlined
in secondary legislation (e.g.in
rules).

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Membership of CDEM Groups

Proposed change

Newfeature for the Act |

CDEM Group membership takes two forms:
+ local authority members
+  iwi and Maori representative members.

The two types of ‘ members’ have different obligations:

* Local authorities members’ retain the same powers and obligations under s16
for property, funding, information, remuneration, administration costs and
costs of emergency management

+ Iwiand Maori representative members have different obligations to local
authority members based on their intended role.

Representatives’ remuneration costs will be centrally funded.
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Legal status of CDEM Groups
